Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage the device. Do
not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you connect an external device

or headset, other than those approved for use with this device, to the audio connector, pay
special attention to volume levels. Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may
be attracted to the device. Do not place credit cards or other magnetic stripe cards near the
device for extended periods of time, since the cards may be damaged.

Some of the accessories mentioned in this user guide, such as charger, headset, or data
cable, may be sold separately.

Note: You can set the phone to ask for a security code to protect your privacy and personal

@ data. Select Menu > Settings > Security > Keyguard > Security code and enter acode.
Note, however, that you need to remember the code, as HMD Global is not able to open or
bypassit.

SET UP AND SWITCH ON YOUR PHONE

Nano-SIM

Important: This device is designed to be used with a nano-SIM card only. Use of incompatible
SIM cards may damage the card or the device, and may corrupt data stored on the card.

@ Note: Switch the device off and disconnect the charger and any other device before
removing any covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing any covers.
Always store and use the device with any covers attached.
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Open the back cover

1. Put your fingernail in the small slot at the top of the phone and lift it slightly.
2. Put your fingernail in the space created on the side, and lift to remove the cover.

3. If the battery isin the phone, lift it out.

Insert the SIM cards

1. Slide the SIM card in the SIM card slot with the contact area face down.
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2. If you have a second SIM, slide it in the SIM2 slot. Both SIM cards are available at the same
time when the device is not being used, but while one SIM card is active, for example,
making a call, the other may be unavailable.

J'_'J Tip: To find out if your phone can use 2 SIM cards, see the label on the sales box. If there are
2 IMEl codes on the label, you have a dual-SIM phone.

Insert the memory card

1. Slide the memory card holder down and 3. Close down the holder and slide it up to
openitup. lockitin place.
2. Place the memory card in the slot. 4. Put back the battery.

5. Put back the back cover.

Use only compatible memory cards approved for use with this device. Incompatible cards may
damage the card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

Important: Do not remove the memory card when an app is using it. Doing so may damage
the memory card and the device and corrupt data stored on the card.

@ Note: Pre-installed system software and apps use a significant part of memory space.

Switch on your phone

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CHARGE YOUR PHONE

Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to recharge it before
yOou can use your phone.

Charge the battery

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet.

2. Connect the charger to the phone. When done, unplug the charger from the phone, then
from the wall outlet.

If the battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging
indicator is displayed.

J'_'j Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. The efficiency of USB
charging power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start and the
device to start functioning.

KEYPAD

Use the phone keys

« To see the apps and features of your phone, on the home screen, select Menu .

« Togotoan app or feature, press the scroll key up, down, left, or right. To open the app or
feature, press the scroll key.

« To go back to the home screen, press @',

« To change the volume of your phone during a call or when listening to the radio, press the
volume keys.

Lock the keypad

To lock the keys, press the shortcut key and select Lock keypad or press and hold the * key.
To unlock the keys, press the scroll key and select Unlock > *.

Write with the keypad

Press a key repeatedly until the letter is shown.
To type in a space press the O key.

To type in a special character or punctuation mark, press the asterisk key.
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To switch between character cases, press # repeatedly.
To type in a number, press and hold a number key.

To remove a character, select 3.

2. Select where to save the contact.
3. Write the name, and type in the number.

Save a contact from call log

1. Select Menu > Call history, and scroll left to Missed calls, Dialed calls, Received calls ,
or Rejected calls, depending on from where you want to save the contact.

2. Scroll to the number you want to save, select = > Add to Contacts, and select whether
this is a new or an existing contact.

3. Select where you want to save the contact.

4. Add the contact’s name, check that the phone number is correct, and select = »>
Save contact .

You can call a contact directly from the contacts list.

1. Select Menu > Contacts .
2. Scroll to the contact you want to call.

3. Press™.

SEND MESSAGES

Write and send messages

1. Select Menu > Messaging > + New message .

2. Typeina phone number, or select 8 > Contacts, and select a recipient from your
contacts list.

3. Scroll down and write your message.

4. Select Send . If asked, select which SIM to use.

You can send text messages that are longer than the character limit for a single message.

Longer messages are sent as two or more messages. Your service provider may charge
accordingly. Characters with accents, other marks, or some language options, take more
space, and limit the number of characters that can be sent in a single message.

Set new tones

2. Select which tone you want to change and select for which SIM card you want to change it,
if asked.

3. Scroll to the tone that you want and select Select .

CHANGE THE LOOK OF YOUR HOME SCREEN

Choose a new wallpaper
You can change the background of your home screen.

1. Select Menu > Settings > Personalisation > Lock screen background > Wallpapers .

2. Select the wallpaper you want.

ACCESSIBILITY
Change the menu view

To select how the apps menu is shown on the screen, select Menu > Settings > System >
Main menu view and select 3x3 to see 9 apps in the menu at the same time or 1x1 tosee1
app at atime. If you select 1x1, scroll up or down to move between the apps.

Add your ICE details
To be able to make SOS calls, you need to add your ICE (In Case of Emergency) details.
1. Add your personal details: select Menu > Settings > Device > ICE information >

Basic info and Important Information .

2. Select the contacts to whom the SOS call is made: select Menu > Settings > Device >
SOS > ICE contacts, and select the ICE contacts from your contacts list. Note that you
cannot use official emergency call numbers as your ICE contacts.

3. Before you can make SOS calls, you need to enable them. Select Menu > Settings >
Device > SOS > SOS settings, and switch SOS call on.

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Make an SOS call

Press and hold the SOS call key for a few seconds. The phone calls your first ICE contact. If
the contact doesn’'t answer in 25 seconds, the phone calls the next contact, and keeps calling
your contacts until one of them answers the call, or you press @'. Note: When the SOS call is
answered, the phone goes to handsfree mode. Do not hold the phone close to your ear, as the
volume may be very loud.

PHOTOS AND VIDEOS

Take a photo

1. Select Menu > Camera .
2. Tozoom in or out, scroll up or down.

3. To take a photo, press the scroll key.

Keep a safe distance when using the flash. Do not use the flash on people or animals at
close range. Do not cover the flash while taking a photo.

Record a video

1. To switch the video camera on, select Menu > Camera and scroll to I,
2. To startrecording, press the scroll key.

BATTERY AND CHARGER INFORMATION
Battery and charger info

To check if your phone has a removable or non-removable battery, see the printed guide.

Devices with a removable battery Use your device only with an original rechargeable battery.
The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will eventually wear out.
When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, replace the battery.

Devices with a non-removable battery Do not attempt to remove the battery, as you may
damage the device. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will
eventually wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, to
replace the battery, take the device to the nearest authorized service facility.

Charge your device with a compatible charger. Charger plug type may vary. Charging time can
vary depending on device capability.

Battery and charger safety info

Once charging of your device is complete, unplug the charger from the device and electrical
outlet. Please note that continuous charging should not exceed 12 hours. If left unused, a
fully charged battery will lose its charge over time.

Extreme temperatures reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. Always keep the
battery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F) for optimal performance. A device with a

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hot or cold battery may not work temporarily. Note that the battery may drain quickly in cold
temperatures and lose enough power to switch off the phone within minutes. When you are
outdoors in cold temperatures, keep your phone warm.

To unplug a charger or an accessory, hold and pull the plug, not the cord.

« Accidental short-circuiting can happen when a metallic object touches the metal strips on
the battery. This may damage the battery or the other object.

CERTIFICATION INFORMATION

This mobile device meets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the

limits for exposure to radio waves (radio frequency electromagnetic fields), recommended

by international guidelines from the independent scientific organization ICNIRP. These
guidelines incorporate substantial safety margins that are intended to assure the protection
of all persons regardless of age and health. The exposure guidelines are based on the
Specific Absorption Rate (SAR), which is an expression of the amount of radio frequency (RF)
power deposited in the head or body when the device is transmitting. The ICNIRP SAR limit for
mobile devices is 2.0 W/kg averaged over 10 grams of tissue.

SAR tests are carried out with the device in standard operating positions, transmitting at its
highest certified power level, in all its frequency bands.

This device meets RF exposure guidelines when used against the head or when positioned
at least 5/8 inch (1.5 centimetres) away from the body. When a carry case, belt clip or other
form of device holder is used for body-worn operation, it should not contain metal and should
provide at least the above stated separation distance from the body.

To send data or messages, a good connection to the network is needed. Sending may be
delayed until such a connection is available. Follow the separation distance instructions until
the sending is finished.

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During general use, the SAR values are usually well below the values stated above. Thisis
because, for purposes of system efficiency and to minimize interference on the network,
the operating power of your mobile device is automatically decreased when full power is not
needed for the call. The lower the power output, the lower the SAR value.

Device models may have different versions and more than one value. Component and design
changes may occur over time and some changes could affect SAR values.

For more info, go to www.sar-tick.com. Note that mobile devices may be transmitting even if
you are not making a voice call.

The World Health Organization (WHO) has stated that current scientific information does

not indicate the need for any special precautions when using mobile devices. If you are
interested in reducing your exposure, they recommend you limit your usage or use a
hands-free kit to keep the device away from your head and body.
